Zerubbabel 

(The Seed of Babylon) 
He is also known by the Persian name of Sheshbazzar  

Zerubbabel was the head of the tribe of Judah during the time of the return from 

the Babylon exile.  He was the prime builder of the second Temple, which was 

later re-constructed by King Herod. He led 

the first group of captives back to Jerusalem 

and began rebuilding the Temple on the old 

site. For some 20 years he was closely 

associated with prophets, priests, and kings 

until the new Temple was dedicated and the 

Jewish sacrificial system was re-established. 

The second Temple was consecrated in 

about 516 BC, which was 70 years after the 

destruction of the first Temple by the 

Babylonians, in 586 BC.

Zerubbabel was the grandson of Jehoiachin, the captive king of Judah (1 Chr. 

3:17).  A descendant of David, he was in the direct line of the ancestry of Jesus 

(Luke 3:27; Matt. 1:12).  With the blessing of Cyrus (Ezra 1:1-2), Zerubbabel and 

Joshua the high priest led the first band of captives back to Jerusalem.  They also 

returned the gold and silver vessels that Nebuchadnezzar had removed from the 

Temple.   King Darius I of Persia appointed Zerubbabel governor of the Province.  

It was after this appointment that Zerubbabel began to rebuild the Temple.

The Second Temple was the Jewish Holy Temple which stood on the Temple 

Mount in Jerusalem during the second temple period, between 516 BCE and 70 

CE.  It replaced Solomon's Temple (the First Temple), which was destroyed by the 

Neo-Babylonian Empire in 586 BCE, when Jerusalem was conquered and part of 

the population of the Kingdom of Judah was taken into exile to Babylon. 

The Second Temple was originally a rather modest structure constructed by a 

number of Israelite exile groups returning to the Levant from Babylon under the 

Achaemenid-appointed governor Zerubbabel.  However, during the reign of Herod 

the Great, the Second Temple was completely refurbished, and the original 

structure was totally overhauled into the large and magnificent edifices and facades 

that are more recognizable. Much as the Babylonians destroyed the First Temple, 

the Romans destroyed the Second Temple and Jerusalem in 70 CE as retaliation for 

an ongoing Jewish revolt. The second temple lasted for a total of 585 years (516 

BCE to 70 CE).[2][3] and in the second month of the second year (535 BCE), amid 

great public excitement and rejoicing, the foundations of the Second Temple were 

laid.

After Master Sgt.  Samuel Doe  assumed leadership in a coup d'etat  in 1980, 

Liberia's masons faced violent retribution. The President of Liberia and the 

order's Grand Master, William R. Tolbert, Jr. , was overthrown and killed in 

the coup.   Freemasonry was banned by Doe in 1980, which caused the 

Grand Lodge's influence in Liberia to greatly diminish. President Doe, who 

later desired to becom e a Mason, lifted the ban on Masonic activities 

which led to the convening of a special Prince Hall meeting held in  New 

Orleans  in 1987 to elect a new Grand Master. This was followe d by a 

meeting in  Monrovia  in 1988 when Freemasonry was formerly reinstituted.
